 Please find below a list of items your child will need for our residential trip. 

 

• Packed lunch for Friday 20th June, including drinks for the day. 

• Medicines if required in a labelled bag – please also complete a medicine form and bring this on the day we 

depart. Please note no medicine will be given if there is not a completed medicine form.  

• At least 2 complete changes of clothing for the day, plus changes of clothes for the evening activities (this is 

optional)  

o Jumpers/ t-shirts/ trousers/ underwear/ socks  

• 2 pairs of comfortable shoes that will be suitable to walk in throughout the day.  

• A pair of shoes/slippers for the indoor activities 

• Pyjamas 

• Toiletries and a Towel – no spray deodorants please, just roll-ons 

• Plastic bag for dirty clothes 

• A plastic bottle which can be refilled for drinks throughout the day 

• A small back pack or rucksack which children will use to carry their lunch and other essentials during the day 

• Cap or hat in warm weather 

• Sun cream 

• A maximum of £10.00 spending money preferably in a purse/wallet. Staff will not be taking any responsibility
